Floor should be free of laitance, debris, oil, grease, paint, and/or other material(s) which may interfere with the application of the floor polish.
C.
If necessary floors should be cleaned with Nox-Crete’s biodegradable floor cleaner, Bio-Clean.

APPLICATION

Apply floor polish to concrete floors in accordance with manufacturer’s instructions.

B.
A representative test application must be conducted in advance of full scale installation to determine required dilution rate, rate of application and desired appearance.

Do not apply at air or substrate temperatures below 40º F (4º C) or over 100º F (38º C).
