Specifically designed to limit the intrusion of moisture and chlorides into the substrate, this proprietary blend of silane and siloxane penetrates into the pores of the concrete and masonry to help protect the surface from scaling caused by de-icing salts as well as protecting vertical masonry surfaces from the ingress of water.

INTRAGUARD weatherproofs and protects virtually all concrete and masonry surfaces, including driveways, masonry, walkways, and vertical walls. The product is designed to provide lasting protection from de-icing chemicals and moisture intrusion. The product can be used on both horizontal and vertical surfaces. Suitable application include architectural concrete, concrete block, split-face block, pavers, stucco, porous and dense brick, clay tile, and exposed aggregate concrete.

3.01
EXAMINATION

A.
Examine surfaces to receive water repellent. Notify architect if surfaces are not acceptable. Do not begin surface preparation or application until unacceptable conditions have been corrected.

3.02
SURFACE PREPARATION


A.
Protect adjacent surfaces not designated to receive water repellent.

B. 
Clean and prepare surfaces to receive water repellent in accordance with manufacturer's 


instructions.


C.
Do not apply water repellent to surfaces unacceptable to manufacturer.

D. 
Ensure surfaces are structurally sound, clean and free from dirt, bitumen, efflorescence, oil, curing compounds, form oil, and other foreign matter.

E.
Apply water repellent in a test area to observe product characteristics, as temporary darkening of some substrate surfaces may occur.


F. 
Check masonry joints and repoint where necessary.


G.
Ensure all wall and roof flashings, caulking, and sealants are in good condition.
H.
Do not apply water repellent to surfaces that are to receive caulks, sealants, or any later treatment.


I.
Concrete surfaces must be fully cured and thoroughly dry prior to application.
J.
Ensure new concrete and precast panels employing type 10 cement have dried for minimum of seven days before application of water repellent.

APPLICATION 
Specifier Notes: Due to porosity, certain stone and block applications may require a significant increase in coverage rate or additional applications may be necessary. Always apply a test area to determine actual coverage rate. Coverage rate will vary greatly due to the porosity of the substrate.  For optimum results, wait 14 - 28 days before applying INTRAGUARD to new concrete and masonry.
A.
Agitate material thoroughly prior to application.

B.
Apply water repellent using a low pressure sprayer with a 0.1 GPM (0.379 LPM) spray nozzle.

Saturate in a single application at a coverage rate of 50 - 250 ft.2/gal. (1.2 - 



6.1 m2/L).



b.
Use enough to completely wet the surface without producing puddles.  



c.
Remove excess water repellent from the surface after 10 - 15 minutes.

Vertical Applications Instructions



a.
Apply to a visibly dry and absorbent surface at a coverage rate of 50 - 250 



ft.2/gal. (1.2 - 6.1 m2/L)

b.
Saturate from the bottom up, creating a 10" - 12" (254 mm - 305 mm) 


rundown below the spray contact point.

Let the first application penetrate for 3 - 5 minutes.
